WITHOUT GLASSES
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Our eyes are the windows to the world. Outstanding eyesight enables us to perceive our surroundings and experience life to the fullest. Visual problems directly impact our quality of life: whether we try to read a blurry alarm clock each morning or need to wear contact lenses. LASIK treatment can eliminate all these problems and provide us to enjoy a more energetic and active lifestyle, freedom that allows people to make lifestyle choices that were not available to them before because of their total dependence on glasses or contact lenses. 
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VISUAL DEFECTS: (Refractive Errors): Nearsightedness (Myopia) 

Here a person is unable to see distant objects clearly because the eye is too long, making the rays of light intersects in front of the retina and on the retina. This results in blurred images.
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 Farsightedness (Hyperopia) 
Farsightedness people have trouble seeing close objects or performing close-up activities like reading. The length of their eyes is short so the rays of the light actually intersect behind the retina. As a result, near objects cannot be seen clearly.
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Astigmatism (Cylindrical Number): 
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Near and farsighted eyes can also have astigmatism. In this case the cornea is not perfectly round but is in oval in shape. Therefore, rays of light are berit in different directions and do not form a sharp focus point. As a result, images appear blurry.

Presbyopia

In addition many people suffer from age related farsightedness (Presbyopia). After 40 years of age people require reading glasses or bifocals. This problem occurs because the natural lens in the eye slowly stiffens as it matures and thus loses its ability to accommodate. Presbyopia is not caused by a change in length of eye. Therefore, a Lasik treatment can only provide a limited help right now.

How to treat these Visual Defects (Refractive Errors)?

· Spectacles are not cosmetically acceptable, and can prove to be a social stigma. Dependency on spectacles is enormous,

· Contact lenses are more acceptable cosmetically, but involve meticulous and extremely careful handling, otherwise can cause serious problems like allergies and infections.
· Excimer laser treatment can permanently correct these visual defects giving a person complete freedom from spectacles and contact lenses.

Excimer laser Procedure…. A Proven Treatment

Excimer lasers have been used globally since 1970’s. in 1987, they opened up entirely new possibilities for the correction of spectacle number. Initially laser procedures were conducted using PRK (PHOTO REFRACTIVE KERATECTOMY) method. Since the early1990’s however, Lasik has become the treatment of choice around the world. Lasik Laser procedures have been evaluated and studied in numerous clinical studies involving thousands of patients by several independent regulatory bodies, like U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA). Today, millions of people already enjoy independence from glasses and contact lenses, and an improved quality of life, thanks to Excimer laser procedures.
What is Lasik?

LASIK is an acronym for laser-assisted in situ keratomileusis, a procedure performed by ophthalmologists intended for correcting the vision by reshaping the cornea in order to reduce a dependency on corrective devices like Glasses or contact Lenses. The procedure is usually a preferred alternative to photorefractive keratectomy (PRK) as it requires less time for full recovery, and the patient experiences almost no pain. 52 Million People in the world have undergone the Lasik procedure to date. Anybody above 18 years of age and with a stable refraction (spectacle numbers) for at least 6 months to a year can undergo this procedure.

Before The Procedure (PRE Lasik evaluation)
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· Evaluate of corneal thickness & curvature- Topography & Pachymetry.

· Retinal evaluation to rule out any degeneration.

· Intraocular pressure.

· Use of Contact lenses should be discontinued a week before evaluation.

After Lasik PROCEDURE:
· Rest for few hours due to irritation and watering.

· Return to routine activities after a day.

· No touching or rubbing of eyes for 2 weeks.

· No swimming, sports and vigorous exercise for 1 month.

· Use protective sunglasses & avoid overuse of eyes for long periods.

· Visual fluctuations glare and haloes for a few weeks.
· Eyes drop as per doctor’s instruction.
